 The Government will establish 30,000 hectares of new woodland in Britain by 2025. This is part of a larger commitment to increase woodland cover in the UK by planting new woodlands every year until 2050.
  
 A plan is currently being considered to create a new woodland in your local area. This will be managed by Forestry England, Natural Resources Wales or Scottish Forestry, depending on where you live. The woodland will be established following best practice and the UK Forestry Standard Guidelines. Creating a new woodland successfully requires a lot of work in the early years to balance different management objectives. Woodland managers must decide which plant, fungi and animal species should be present, and determine how these will be managed to ensure the woodland is a healthy environment.
  
 Managers are now looking at the management plan for the new woodland where you live, deciding how best to design the woodland to meet the preferences of the local community and support the plants, fungi and animals within it. We are interested to hear your views on how this new woodland should be managed. Management decisions can be taken to influence the levels of elements in the woodland, such as the variety of colours, sounds and smells, as well as the natural processes that occur (e.g. decomposition). For example, selecting evergreen trees might increase the variety of green you see in the woodland at this time of year (i.e. winter). Alternatively, planting tree species with large leaves, or encouraging songbirds into the woodland, might increase the variety sounds that can be heard. Deadwood can be brought into the woodland to increase natural processes, while species that have a more distinctive smell could enrich the variety of smells you may encounter.

Q149 There is an opportunity for the local community to change the levels of these elements, increasing the variety of sounds, colour and smell, as well as the decomposition that will be present in the woodland. Any change to management to deliver these changes would require additional funds. If enough people support changes in your local council area, additional funds would be gathered through an increase in your household’s yearly council tax over ten years. This increase would apply to everyone in your local council area. After ten years the woodland would continue to establish naturally and there would be no further cost to you. You may prefer no changes, with the new woodland established following the existing management plan, and not have an increase in yearly council tax.
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Q150 Sounds in the new woodland
 
 The new woodland that is currently planned would be very quiet. It is likely that you would only hear a slight rustling of the leaves in the wind and possibly one or two bird sounds. Changes to the management in the new woodland could promote a greater variety of sounds, for example, more bird sounds. It could also include having more trees with broad leaves to increase rustling noises in the wind. You can listen to what you could expect to hear at this time of year for each level (low, medium and high variety of sounds) below. We also describe these levels visually.

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Q157 Colours in the new woodland
 
 At this time of year (i.e. winter), the new woodland would be dominated by similar shades of greys, greens and browns, with little variation in colour. Changes to the management could create a woodland with a higher variety of colours within it. For instance, trees could be planted with brighter colours or that hold their leaves all year or have leaves with brighter colours. Such changes could increase the variety of colour in the new woodland from low to medium or even high. These levels (low, medium and high variety of colours) in the woodland at this time of year are shown below.

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Q159 Smells in the new woodland
 
 The new woodland would contain few natural smells at this time of year (i.e. winter), although it would smell fresh and clean. A wider variety of natural smells could be promoted by planting vegetation such as wild herbs or flowers. These management changes could increase the variety of smells from low, to medium or even high. A medium variety of smells would add an additional three smells from the list below. A high variety of smells would add six smells from the list below.

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Q161 Natural decomposition in the new woodland
 
 Finally, dying or dead trees can promote natural decomposition in woodlands. Doing this supports numerous living processes - improving soil quality, storing carbon and increasing biodiversity. Dead trees can be on the ground or they may remain standing. When establishing a new woodland, this would not be expected to happen for decades. However, management techniques can be used to start this early, by bringing deadwood into the new woodland. The deadwood brought into new woodland would be completely disease/pest free. Currently, no deadwood would be brought into the new woodland. The changes to management would increase the amount of deadwood per hectare, resulting in medium and high decomposition in the woodland.    How big is a hectare?A hectare is 100m x 100m, which is roughly the size of 2.5 football pitches or the area inside a 400m running track
